Zeynep: We should talk to the conservatoire union. | can reach out to them. We should also
make a telegram tasks channel.

So we need to ask pointed questions such as “how are you going to address the budget
cuts in education”.

Miche: We need to sit down with other groups to sit down to discuss the opportunities for
collaborations. Not impose our own ideas on others.

Miche: Let’s go around to talk about what we want to do next semester. | wanted to mention
that | think that the canteen is a joke.



Marina: One idea to start about the discussion about cups and how they are not working as
